This month in brief

Performance

Uponits launch in August 2016, we estimated the life of the
Fund to be 9 years and 4 months (to November 2025) as
described in the PDS. As the portfolio has performed well
since inception, we are pleased to inform you we have
extended our estimate of the life of the Fund to be 9 years
and 9 months from inception (to April 2026). This estimate
will be updated quarterly to give retirees enhanced capability
to plan their retirement, and is subject to the assumptions
outlined in the PDS.
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Positioning

The Fund remains positioned for a reflationary environment but is
reducing risk and holding a lower exposure to equities compared
t0 2017. While we still hold a positive view on risk assets, the
current geopolitical environment and the transition to a tighter
global monetary environment will likely lead to greater
uncertainty and market volatility, giving reason for caution. Tilts
toward European equities, value-style equities, US banks, and
exposure to inflation linked-bonds in Australian and the US all
support this view. The Fund also holds less interest rate exposure
(duration) than the Fund’s cash flow objective, which is an
expression of our view that rates will rise over the medium term.

The Fund holds several risk-hedging positions including put
options on the ASX 200 and HSCEI Index, an Australian three-year
bond futures exposure, and FX exposures to the US dollar and
Japanese yen - all of which are expected to cushion the effect of
any further market weakness.
